As at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022, the company’s major shareholder is Eksang holdings Co., Ltd. who held 33.43% and 33.09%, respectively of the paid-up share capital (as Eksang holdings Co., Ltd. held 100% by Eksangkul family) 3.51% and 3.50%, respectively is held by the person from Eksangkul family, making up 36.94% and 36.59%, respectively in total shareholding.

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The interim financial statements in Thai language are the official statutory financial statements of the Company. The interim financial statements in English language have been translated from such financial statements in Thai language.

The interim financial statements of an overseas subsidiary is translated into Thai Baht at the closing exchange rate as to assets and liabilities, and at monthly average exchange rates as to revenues and expenses. The resultant differences have been shown under the caption of “Currency translation changes of the financial statements of foreign entity” in shareholders’ equity.

Non-controlling interests represent the portion of profit or loss and net assets of the subsidiaries that are not held by the Company and are presented separately in the consolidated profit or loss and within equity in the consolidated statement of financial position. 
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2.3      Financial reporting standards that became effective in the current period

During the period, the Company and its subsidiaries have adopted the revised financial reporting standards, which are effective for fiscal years beginning on or after January 1, 2023. This revision is for the financial reporting standards to be clearer and more appropriate and to conform with international financial reporting standards. Such revision does not affect the principles of the standards and does not affect the users of the financial reporting standards.

The adoption of these financial reporting standards does not have any significant impact on the financial statements in the current period.

PRIVILEGES AND BENEFITS UNDER INVESTMENT PROMOTION


On January 3, 2023, the Company received investment privileges from the Board of Investment under the Investment Promotion Act B.E. 2520 in the business of manufacturing printing ink, packaging and coatings for the automotive industry, and packaging, type 6.1: Manufacture of chemical products for industry. It was improved the production efficiency for using renewable energy with 100 percent import duty exemption on machinery only and exemption of corporate income tax for net profits derived from the promoted business in the proportion of 50 percent of the investment in efficiency improvement. It was excluded the cost of land and working capital for a period of 3 years from the date of generating income after receiving the promotion certificate.

As a promoted business, the Company had to comply with the terms and conditions in the investment promotion certificate.
